Ahead of Race 2 we had
our Briggs Engines serviced
by PRO and we had great
power all day. We qualified in 3rd

and in the Pre-Final we had some tight
racing going back and forth and were able to
come out with the win.

In the Final, my best friend and Teammate Ari
worked together to push away from the pack and
built a 5 second lead. On the last two laps we
battled each other hard exchanging the lead. He
finished 1st on track but was given a penalty for
avoidable contact promoting me to the top step.
